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: One type of vessel that is of great
importance is shallow vessels and plates. Plates have survived from past
periods using various materials and traditional techniques and arts of
making vessels, with many designs, motifs, and decorations that usually
represent the intellectual and cultural characteristics of a particular period.
These plates can contain a lot of historical and artistic information for
students to learn history. The aim of the present study is to examine the
role and impact of such plates, as a source of historical assistance, in the
process of teaching and learning history in schools. [JIlll: This study
was conducted using a library method. [[lllll: The findings of the
present study show that historical plates, considering the role of symbols
and motifs depicted on them, in addition to the techniques and techniques
of their manufacture, can contain a lot of information about the lifestyle of
the people, intellectual and cultural characteristics, political events and
incidents, economic and social developments, and scientific traditions and
values of a specific historical period, and therefore, are very important in
facilitating the learning of history by students inside or outside the school
environment. |l Artistic and historical dishes are handicrafts
that can play a very effective role in teaching and learning history in
schools.
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
